The Honorable Carol A. Corrigan, chair of

the board of directors of the Day Home,

ably handled master of ceremonies duties.

In her address, Corrigan noted, “What a wonderful day this is. Today we

enter a new era, building on our distinguished history and embracing a

future that allows us to serve more families and children in ever-

expanding ways. Each of you has generously joined as a partner in this

important effort.  Please accept our thanks and deep gratitude. We know

we can continue to count on your help as we work to give every child the

best possible start in life.”

Bishop John S. Cummins presided over the dedication. In his address,

Bishop Cummins noted the words of Archbishop Patrick Reardon of San

Francisco at the first blessing of the Saint Vincent’s building in October

1911: “…no work of the church is more highly commended.” Bishop

Cummins continued by congratulating the Day Home and the East Bay

community for continuing this tradition of service to children for all 

these years.

Project opens doors to more children

With our historic and newly updated Victorian facility and the addition of

four new classrooms, we now have the capacity to serve 275 children,

including an expanded school-age program. A new family learning center

and state-of-the-art computer lab will help children and their parents to

acquire the skills essential to success. And with the addition of ramps

and an elevator, the Day Home is now accessible to families, children and

teachers with disabilities.

“Saint Vincent’s Day Home is a unique and historic institution that has

played an important role in helping East Bay families for more than

ninety years. The Day Home is an integral part of the fabric of Oakland,”

stated Executive Director Corinne M. Mohrmann. “Every day we strive to

meet the needs of this community. Now we are even better equipped to

meet those needs and serve an even wider group of children and their

families. This ceremony celebrates the fact that—with the generous help

of all our supporters and donors—we have been able to make our dreams

a reality.”

FROM THE DEVELOPMENT OFFICE 
As I began writing this letter, one of

the past year’s events that came to

mind was the National Day of Prayer

the President declared on September

14th, 2001. At 10:00 that morning,

everyone at the Day Home, including

nearly 100 children between the ages

of two and five, gathered together on

the playground to join in a large circle

with our teaching staff.

Our program director, Jennifer Youngblood, led us with a few

words about the day and the 9/11 tragedy, a moment of

silence, and the singing of “God Bless America.” What moved me

was the moment of silence—a first in my 30-odd years working

with small children in the Day Home. Imagine, 100 preschool-

age children standing in silence—some shifting a bit from foot

to foot, but all experiencing a special moment. Even the

construction workers stopped their work, climbed down off the

building, took off their hardhats and joined the circle.  

Most recently at our Family Celebration on August 29th, 2002,

I was chatting with one of our new parents, Robin Love, a

former student at Saint Vincent’s who had been in my

kindergarten class many years ago. As I moved on, I overheard

her telling several of our teachers, “She was my teacher 34

years ago.” The children’s moment of silence and Robin’s

words and fond memories of the Day Home…that’s what it’s all

about!  I am so privileged to still be involved in the work of the

Day Home, to be a part of such a noble profession dedicated to

nurturing and educating children during their formative years,

and to continue work to expand our services to accommodate

75 additional children.

Now, after a three-year-long capital campaign and more than 

a year of construction, the building inspectors have signed off,

we’re enrolling more children and we’ve moved into the new

classrooms. Still, there’s work to be done on the financial

front. My job now is to assist in completing our capital

campaign. We’ve reached 83% of our $4.2 million goal, and

have $731,158 left to close the gap.

Thank you so much for your generous support, particularly

over these past three years. I know that we can close this gap,

and I’m aiming for our fiscal year end, which is June 30, 2003.

It is with the help of our friends that Saint Vincent’s is able to

continue our mission—to provide services to more families—

and to fulfill our dreams.

Spruce Up for Kids Day—With tools

in hand and an eagerness to help, 

90 parents, staff and Board members

joined forces for a Saturday workday

to spruce up the Day Home. 

Young Neighbors in Action—This

summer the Day Home was fortunate

to work with Young Neighbors in

Action, a prayer-based program that

sends teams of high-school-aged kids

out into the community to provide

extra hands for whatever tasks might

be needed. Teens from Dallas, Texas
